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FISHING  REPORT 
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Clearer Water - Fewer Fish 

Each year the waters of the western Sound get clearer 
and fishing declines.  Iõve measured water clarity of 
eight feet.  This is done in the scientific field by drop-
ping a white and black Secchi disc in the water until it 
disappears from sight and bring it back up until it can 
just be seen.  As primitive and simple as it is, itõs still 
the gold standard for water clarity and thereby meas-
ures the amount of plankton biomass in the water.  
Phytoplankton are at the bottom of the aquatic food 
chain which converts solar energy into carbohydrates 
using photosynthesis.  There is always plenty of 
sunlight, so less plankton biomass must be signaling a 
lack of nutrients which is the paradox of the Sound ð 
no nitrogen, no plankton, no fish. 

Probably the best example of this can be found way 
up in the West branch where there is a nice school of 
bunker.  Nutrient runoff from the Rippowam River 
feed the plankton on which filter feeding bunker 
thrive.  Drive a boat through the school and check 
the color of the wake ð itõs pea green with only two 
feet visibility.  The water in the Harbor is light green/
brown and in the Sound is blue white. 

The Chopperõs and Banana Stanõs forays into the 
western Sound wirelining umbrella rigs is hit or miss.  
A few fish here and there and then skunkville.  Still, 
anytime spent out on the water beats any type of 
shore time ð especially if it is work. 

My wireline bucktail jigging off the Cows, Tods and 
Collanders has resulted in only two small stripers ð 
not even a bluefish.  The only thing pluggers are rais-
ing is themselves out of bed early in the morning.  
Our ardent flukers have just about given up.  One 
keeper fluke for eight hours of fishing doesnõt make 
sense ð even to fishermen who generally arenõt too 
high on the sense scale.  Stripers are really hard to 
come-by these days.  The few being caught are taken 
on fresh bunker chunks on very selective humps and 
bumps. 

Party boats arenõt exactly setting the world on fire 
either ð The Middle Bank came in last week with only 
one keeper fluke ð Snow Goose keeps fluking ð 
enough at least to keep its customers happy ð Klon-
dike keeps jigging blues ð some days theyõre hot some 
days not.  RipTide keeps scratching porgies for its 
anglers ð but it sure takes a lot of porgies to justify the 
$65.00 fare. 

And then there is August fishing?

BERTHING  NEWS 

As has been noted in previous newsletters we had another year where 
many slips changed hands and we are still moving new boats in this 
late in the summer.  
 

For those of you who will be requiring winter storage, a wait list card 
must be submitted by September 30, 2010.  Wait list cards will not be 
accepted after that date for winter storage.  Members that already have 
a winter slip or storage spot will soon receive their invoice and con-
tract. Please note that if the berthing committee does not receive the 
requested documentation by the due date then your payment will be 
returned and you will forfeit your spot for the season. Berthing com-
mittee members spend too much time chasing down members to get 
the neglected paperwork.  
 

I have received phone calls this season from berth holders complain-
ing about items left on the docks such as lines, coolers, batteries and 
tools. I have also received complaints of inflatable floats being towed 
into the lagoon and left in the fairway, impeding navigation.  There 
have also been complaints about loud music on boats and club prop-
erty.  
 

Berth holders are obligated to:  
· Maintain their boats in a safe and seaworthy condition. 
· Operate their boats so as not to constitute an annoyance or hazard 
with respect to fire, health or navigation. 
· Return water hoses to hangers after use, turn off water, and leave 
hose nozzles open to relieve pressure. 
· Keep docks and floats clear of any obstructions or objects that im-
pede the flow of traffic, or endanger those who pass by.  (Dock lines 
that remain after a boat leaves shall not be thrown across the dock, 
but shall be left neatly on the side of the dock.)   
 

A fine will be issued for any violation of these rules.  
 

Also it has come to our attention this year that members are letting 
friends use their boats. Bear in mind that you, the member, are ulti-
mately responsible for anyone using your boat. Some board members 
have expressed  concern that friends are using the memberõs boat 
more than the member. This was brought forward because of rules 
being broken; such as not notifying the steward if someone is using 
their boat, not wearing footwear on the docks, smoking on the docks 
and loud music. This will be further discussed at upcoming BOG 
meetings.  
 

 Guests of a Club member: 
· Are expected to comply with the By-Laws and Club Rules while on 
the premises. 
· Are permitted to use Club facilities provided the host member takes 
full responsibility for the conduct of the guests. 
· May use a member's boat or dinghy if the member notifies the Club 
steward in advance. 
· May have privileges rescinded for cause at any time by any Officer, 
Governor, or by the Chairman of the House Committee.  
 

If the Golden Rule was practiced by all, then it would be the only rule 
necessary. The rules that are outlined above have been adopted for the 
common good and to protect the rights and privileges of all members. 
Ignoring or disregarding the rules only harms the club. Safety and 
pleasure is what we try to maintain, please keep this in mind
