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Salt water sports anglers are a gregarious group. We 
all know each other on the water and at the docks 
where we compare catches, fishing tips, and hot 
spots. We play by the rulesñdespise fish hogs and 
other game fish violators. To a man, we feel violators 
are fish stealers. As one angler put it, òGuys who 
break the law are stealing my kidõs fishing futures.ó 
 

One such violator is an Asian who Iõll refer to as 
Charlie Chan. Charlie for the most part is an amiable 
guy. He keeps his boat at one of the townõs marinas. 
He seems to be reasonably well off and itõs believed 
that he has financial interests in some local Chinese 
restaurants.  
 

Last October Mr. Chan was met at the dock by CT 
DEP enforcement officers and cited for over posses-
sion of porgies. He had thirty while the limit is ten. 
He was also cited for digging soft shelled clams in a 
prohibited area. He quickly claimed that the other two 
anglers he fished with had given him their catch. 
Shortly after, he produced an affidavit to prove his 
point. He also claimed that the clams he dug where 
only used as bait. This was his third bust in recent 
years. The first two were blackfish violations. These 
violations were smiled off as òthe cost of doing busi-
ness.ó It is believed that most of his catches end up as 
dinner fare in Asian restaurants.  
 

This time though, it was a bit different. When he ap-
peared in Stamford Supreme Court to be fined, the 
judge told him to get a lawyer. He hired a local law-
yer/angler whose favorite tactic is to postpone and 
delay. The legal Kabuki dance commenced. On No-
vember 9th the judge granted a postponement. On 
November 17th the lawyer did not show up. On De-
cember 9th the lawyer was there, but Charlie was not 
there. However the Assõt State Prosecutor, the lawyer 
and I sat in a conference room and hammered out an 
agreement. The over possession of the porgies was 
merely an infraction and a fine. But the digging of the 
clams in the prohibitive area was a misdemeanor 
which meant a permanent record of this crime. As a 
compromise we agreed to have Charlie make a 
$1000.00 donation to the CT DEPõs Turn in A 
Poacher hotline. Finally on December 14th Charlie 
showed up in court with a $1000.00 check and the 
judge agreed to the settlement.
