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What a Difference a Year Makes 
 

Last year-wet, windy, cold and rainy.  This year hot, sul-
try and steamy.  Yet the fishing in the western Sound is 
still falling into the same pattern.  Striped bass and blues 
both want meat ð fresh bunker preferably.  To every-
oneõs surprise there are a few large active schools of 
bunker steaming around our local area.  Ron Lombardo 
and Phil Caruso have taken some nice fish, up into the 
40 inch range, at Cobble Reef, Porgy Reef and down 
west of Tods.  Both blues and bass are looking bigger 
this year.  The bass especially are big bellied and robust 
but when theyõre cut open, stomach contents show 
manta shrimp, crabs or absolutely nothing. 
 

Wirelining is still a hunt and pick job, made harder by 
the stifling weather weõve been experiencing.  The catch 
is mainly bluefish, some up to 13 plus pounds.  Hunting 
areas are down around the weather buoy and Playland 
areas.  Banana Stan really has been hunting for his fish 
and gets tired of the on again, off again bluefish play 
down to the west; so he turned east ð finally finding a 
few small fish at the Gold Course ð then turning into 
deeper water and running 230ɦ of wire.  Found alligator 
blues that hit as doubles.  His crew really had to work to 
bring these slammers in. 
 

Wireline bucktailing and shoreline plugging are still lots 
of fun but not very productive.  Even the guys at Cove 
and Cummings are finding it slow and frustrating. 
 

Nobody is winning any prizes at fluking.  One or two 
fish per drift and maybe one or two keepers the whole 
day. 
 

Party boats are doing their business in a slow methodical 
way since they are constricted by size to deeper waters 
and up and down fishing.  The Snow Goose, Greenwich, 
is finding fluke for its fares.  But finding a keeper 19½ 
inch fish is usually one out of ten hooked.  The Klon-
dike, New Rochelle, targets blues, is all over the place 
trying to find small concentrations of blues for its jig-
gers.  At the dock the beer loaded anglers always seem to 
have a great day.  But since the mates only have ten or 
fifty blues to sell to the dock waiting Asians, itõs a slow 
pick.  The Riptideõs porgy fishing out of City Island can 
be summed up in the words of one departing angler, 
òThere has to be a lot of porgies left in the Sound, be-
cause we certainly didnõt get that many.ó 
 

After departing for a few weeks our local osprey pair has 
returned to their nesting platform at the Cummingsõ ball 
field.  The local birders have named them Leonard and 
Millie and theyõre raising two or three chicks.  The Nor-
walk Calf Pasture Beach pair has also returned and is 
also raising chicks.  All because of the schools of bunker 
ð their food.

BERTHING  NEWS 

As of July 10, 2010 all the summer slips are occupied. This year, like in 
2009,  we had a large turn over in slips so there are many new mem-
bers berthed at the Club.  
 

Now that we are in the middle of the summer berthing season we 
must (sadly) think about winter berthing and winter land storage. For 
those of you who kept your boat at the Club last winter, either in the 
water or on land, invoices for winter berthing/land storage will be 
mailed out next month. If you are interested in winter storage (land or 
water) and did not keep your boat at the Club in 2009, then you must 
fill out a wait list card by August 31, 2010. Land storage is limited and 
assignments will be made by seniority. 
 

We have noticed that some berth holders have their power cords 
touching the water. When the cords are touching the water current is 
released from the cord and it flows to the nearest metal source.  It will 
eat your sacrificial zinc and also attack your running gear, fittings and 
other parts of your boat. It can be potentially dangerous ð i.e. a sink-
ing. Electrolysis can come from the water, stray current (as men-
tioned), your own boat if not properly grounded, and also from the 
boat next to you if it is not properly grounded.  You can contact our 
Club Steward, Diane Brantner, 203 348-5510, if you see a potential 
problem on the docks.   
 

Users of shore power must observe the following safety precau-

tions: 

¶ Shore power cords must be of proper size and have insulating 

properties that qualify for marine service.  Three conductor #12 wire, 

with rubber or PVC insulation, is required. 

¶ Power cords leading to boats shall be dressed in such a manner as 

to not constitute a trip hazard to members walking on the floats.  

Also, the power cords shall not put stress upon the outlet boxes, 

lamps or posts upon which the outlets are located. 

¶ Only battery chargers of approved design (ULC) shall be used in 

the lagoon.   Manufacturers' safety precautions for use of chargers 

must be observed. 

¶      Unless authorized, members may not open outlet or distribution 
boxes under any circumstances.  All failures or power which cannot 
be rectified by pushing the reset buttons on outlet boxes should be 
reported to the Electrical Committee and/or the Steward.
