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FISHING  REPORT 
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April is the transition month from late winter into early 
summer.  Temperatures rise, flowers bloom, grass grows 
and leaves form on the trees.  Fishermenõs spirits rise 
and they begin working on their fishing tackle and boats.  
Anticipation of the upcoming fishing season buoys our 
bodies and souls. 
 
This yearõs April showers became a vicious northeaster 
that tore down power lines and trees, flooded our local 
rivers and streams and dampened early fishing enthusi-
asm.  But after a week of intensive damage control and 
drainage most everything fell back into normal. 
 
As water temperatures rise into the high 40õs and low 
50õs we start looking for signs of alewives and blueback 
herring running up the Mianus and the streams that flow 
into Bruce Park.  For those who fish for lake and brown 
trout in Rye and Kensico Reservoirs we find them big 
and fat feasting on these same river herring that have 
adapted to fresh waters. 
 
Some striped bass are being caught in the Housatonic 
River at the Derby dam.  Both the bass and alewives 
mass at the Derby dam pool.  Guys are lined up along 
the shore throwing everything from bait to bucktails and 
lures and yes, occasional bunker snaggers.  When a bass 
is hooked itõs manhandled to shore and the frenzy con-
tinues.  It is not a civil fishing scene. 
 
Locally, some winter flounder are caught on worms and 
clams.  A few blackfish are taken on the reefs but the 
season ends on April 30th. 
 
All the spring herring numbers are down along the entire 
northeast to the point that itõs against the law to take or 
fish with them.  Even the famous shad runs along the 
Connecticut and Hudson Rivers are down to nothing.  
And, sadly, nobody knows why.  Iõve heard everything 
from an ocean intercept fishery for the shad to the huge 
trawl seine summer fishery for Atlantic herring on and 
around Georgeõs Bank.  My friends on the Hudson who 
used to run 14 to 15 shad fests every Spring in towns 
along the river were down to one òno shadó shad fest. 
 
Or maybe our feathered fishing companions, the Os-
preys, know something we donõt.  Special osprey nesting 
platforms were built atop the baseball field lights at both 
Calf Pasture Beach in Norwalk and our Cummings ball-
parks.  Pairs of ospreys appeared right on schedule at 
both and began building nests on the platforms and 
getting their pictures in the paper.  Then three weeks ago 
both pairs abandoned their nest building efforts and 
disappeared.  My best guess is that they couldnõt find 
enough river alewives to fill their tummies before the 
menhaden arrived a few weeks later.

BERTHING  NEWS 

We now have another rack for kayaks and dinghies thanks to our 
House Committee and the volunteers that assembled it. Members that 
are on the rack wait list will be notified by seniority order on who will 
receive  rack space. 
 

The Dock Committee, with the help of a work party, installed a new 
dock for dinghies (see the Commodoreõs letter). Members who cur-
rently have their dinghies at the dock will be assigned a dock slip num-
ber. In order to receive a slip for a dinghy, a wait card must be submit-
ted along with a $15.00 fee. Only members with a boat in the lagoon 
may apply for space at the dinghy dock. Wait list cards for dinghies 
should have been submitted by Jan. 31st of the current year. If the 
current list becomes depleted during the summer season a revised list 
may be posted with the wait list cards submitted after January 31st that 
are on file.  Members who do not have a boat in the lagoon must sub-
mit a wait list card to keep their dinghies on the west bank of the la-
goon or on a rack.  A dinghy is limited to 12 ft and the engine size 
cannot be greater than 15 hp. 
 

Opening Day Ceremonies are May 22nd and all land storage boats 
MUST be removed from land by May 15th.  For any boat not removed 
by this date, the owner will forfeit his space for the following winter 
season along with other fines deemed necessary by the BOG. 
 

All boats in the lagoon as well as the dinghies on the west bank and 
racks must have their current vessel registration in no later than June 
1st.  If documentation is not in by this date, a $50.00 fine will be is-
sued. Liability insurance documentation for all boats should also be on 
file at this time. A $50.00 fine will be issued if the insurance documen-
tation is not received 30 days after its expiration date. This was put 
into place to protect all members. 
 

I hope you all have a safe boating season.
